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This SEND Information Report outlines how Edward Pauling Primary School supports pupils with Special Educational Needs and Disabilities (SEND). It is based on the 16-question model used by many primary schools.
	How does the school identify children who may need additional support?
	Children are assessed, formally and informally, throughout their time at Edward Pauling Primary School. Each pupil’s progress is tracked and if the school is concerned, we carry out observations to find the cause as the pupil may have an underlying special need. Class teachers meet the SENDCo and Assessment Co-ordinator each term to discuss the progress of all pupils. At these meetings, we may identify pupils who need extra help. However, concerns may be raised at any point during the year if a pupil is not at the expected standard for their age and year group.
Outside agencies are also contacted as and where necessary. These agencies include:
• Special Educational Needs Specialist Support (SENSS) team
• Early Years SEN Team
• Speech and Language Therapy Service, Child and Adolescent Mental Health Service (CAMHS)
• Occupational Therapy Service
• Educational Psychology Service
• Early Help Hub
• Child Development Team

	What should parents do if they think their child has SEND?
	Parents should raise their concerns with their child’s class teacher in the first instance. They may also arrange to meet the SENDCo or Headteacher. The SENDCo may be contacted via: welfare@edwardpauling.hounslow.sch.uk 

	How will school staff support a child with SEND?
	In the first instance, all pupils at Edward Pauling Primary School benefit from high-quality teaching. There are then a variety of options for support, depending on how the child’s needs may be best met. This may include small group or 1:1 support from a teacher or teaching assistant, either in the classroom or elsewhere. The class teacher can adapt and differentiate the work for the pupil concerned. Pupils will be given work that meets their needs and it may not exactly match tasks set for others. Staff also liaise with parents to provide guidance on how they can support their child at home.

	Who will oversee the support and how often will it be reviewed?
	The class teacher is ultimately responsible for work set for children in their class, including intervention programmes delivered by teaching assistants. SENDCo and other qualified staff may assist. Outside agencies may also be contacted to support the child. Staff keep parents informed.

Parents’ evenings are held each term. Teachers and the SENDCo are available by appointment.
Children with an Education, Health and Care Plan (EHCP) have an annual statutory review.

	How is the curriculum adapted for pupils with SEND?
	Children with SEND attending mainstream school are taught using the National Curriculum and school’s additional curriculum. Tasks and teaching will be adapted and differentiated to reflect learning needs. The aim is to include all children in all lessons. 

Differentiation is a normal part of lessons. Children with special needs may be given modified tasks, work with support, or receive additional time or sensory resources.

	How does the school measure progress and share this with parents?
	All work is marked and attainment assessed regularly. Termly progress meetings identify concerns. Parents receive a report via Parents Evening twice a year and a full school report in the summer. Some children with SEND have a Pupil on a Page document which is reviewed termly with input from parents and teaching staff.

	What support is available for wellbeing, social and emotional needs?

	Edward Pauling’s ethos focuses on care for the whole child. Children with medical needs have a Healthcare Plan. Records are kept for allergies and dietary restrictions. Emotional, behavioural and social difficulties are supported by trained staff and occasionally specialist teachers. The school has trained first aiders and teaches PSHE throughout all classes. In addition to this, the school has two trained ELSAs and a certified Drawing and Talking practitioner. We also have a Play Therapist on site one morning a week. 

	What specialist services does the school access?
	The Local Authority has specialist teachers for disability and sensory impairments. The school accesses these services and also the Educational Psychologist. Pupils with speech and language difficulties or sensory differences may receive therapy and support from our out sourced Speech and Language Therapist or Occupational Therapist. 

	What training have school staff received to support SEND pupils?
	Staff receive ongoing training in SEND strategies including communication needs, learning difficulties, emotional regulation, autism awareness, and inclusion approaches. Staff supporting children with sensory or specific needs may attend relevant training. Additional support may come from local authority specialists.

The SENDCo has the necessary qualifications for the role. 

	How are children with SEND included in school activities?
	Children with SEND are fully included in all areas of the curriculum and extra-curricular activities. Where necessary, special provision is made regarding accessibility, transport, medical care or supervision.

	How accessible is the school environment?
	[bookmark: _GoBack]Edward Pauling is a single storey building. Adjustments may include ramps, accessible toilets, visual signage, adapted furniture, and tailored resources to support pupils with physical or sensory needs.

	How are decisions made about the level of support a pupil receives?
	The school has a devolved budget. Additional funding is used for pupils with special needs and specialist support such as teaching assistants or external services.

Funding and provisions for a child with an EHCP are determined by the Local Authority. School leaders decide how funding will be best used and may seek advice from specialists.

	How does the school support changes and transitions?
	Transition plans are unique to each child. They may include meeting key personnel, visiting the school, and receiving advice from specialist teachers. SENDCos from both schools meet to discuss needs.

	How are parents involved in school life and decision-making?
	Parents can volunteer, help organise events, accompany classes on trips, and stand for election as governors every four years.


	Who should parents contact if they have concerns?
	The first point of contact is the class teacher. Parents may also arrange to see the SENDCo, Headteacher, Deputy Head or Chair of Governors. School complaints procedures are available from the office.

	How does the school ensure pupils’ views are heard?
	Pupils share their views during SEND reviews, through pupil voice activities, surveys, and informal discussions. Their views help shape support plans.
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
